The Blessing

Genesis 27: 1 When Isaac was old and his eyes were dim so that he could
not see, he called Esau his older son and said to him, “My son”; and he
answered, “Here I am.” 2 He said, “Behold, I am old; I do not know the
day of my death. 3 Now then, take your weapons, your quiver and your
bow, and go out to the field and hunt game for me, 4 and prepare for me
delicious food, such as I love, and bring it to me so that [ may eat, that my
soul may bless you before I die.”

5 Now Rebekah was listening when Isaac spoke to his son Esau. So when
Esau went to the field to hunt for game and bring it, 6 Rebekah said to
her son Jacob, “I heard your father speak to your brother Esau, 7 ‘Bring
me game and prepare for me delicious food, that I may eat it and bless
you before the Lord before I die.” 8 Now therefore, my son, obey my voice
as I command you. 9 Go to the flock and bring me two good young goats,
so that | may prepare from them delicious food for your father, such as he
loves. 10 And you shall bring it to your father to eat, so that he may bless
you before he dies.”




The Curse

Gen. 27

11 But Jacob said to Rebekah his mother, “Behold, my brother Esau is a
hairy man, and [ am a smooth man. 12 Perhaps my father will feel me, and
[ shall seem to be mocking him and bring a curse upon myself and not a
blessing.” 13 His mother said to him, “Let your curse be on me, my son;
only obey my voice, and go, bring them to me.”

43 Now therefore, my son, obey my voice; arise, flee thou to Laban my
brother to Haran; 44 And tarry with him a few days, until thy brother's
fury turn away; 45 Until thy brother's anger turn away from thee, and he
forget that which thou hast done to him: then I will send, and fetch thee
from thence: why should I be deprived also of you both in one day?

13 And when Tamar was told, “Your father-in-law is going up to Timnah
to shear his sheep,” 14 she took off her widow's garments and covered
herself with a veil, wrapping herself up, and sat at the entrance to Enaim,
which is on the road to Timnah. For she saw that Shelah was grown up,
and she had not been given to him in marriage. 15 When Judah saw her,
he thought she was a prostitute, for she had covered her face. 16 He
turned to her at the roadside and said, “Come, let me come in to you,” for

he did not know that she was his daughter-in-law. She said, “What will
you give me, that you may come in to me?” 17 He answered, “I will send
you a young goat from the flock.” And she said, “If you give me a pledge,
until you send it—" 18 He said, “What pledge shall I give you?” She
replied, “Your signet and your cord and your staff that is in your hand.” So
he gave them to her and went in to her, and she conceived by him. 19
Then she arose and went away, and taking off her veil she put on the
garments of her widowhood.




Judah and Tamar - 2

20 When Judah sent the young goat by his friend the Adullamite to take
back the pledge from the woman's hand, he did not find her. 21 And he
asked the men of the place, “Where is the cult prostitute who was at
Enaim at the roadside?” And they said, “No cult prostitute has been here.”
22 So he returned to Judah and said, “I have not found her. Also, the men
of the place said, ‘No cult prostitute has been here.” 23 And Judah replied,
“Let her keep the things as her own, or we shall be laughed at. You see, |

sent this young goat, and you did not find her.”

24 About three months later Judah was told, “Tamar your daughter-in-
law has been immoral. Moreover, she is pregnant by immorality.” And
Judah said, “Bring her out, and let her be burned.”

Genesis 32:22-30

servants, and his eleven children,|e] and crossed the ford of the Jabbok. 23
He took them and sent them across the stream, and everything else that
he had. 24 And Jacob was left alone. And a man wrestled with him until
the breaking of the day. 25 When the man saw that he did not prevail
against Jacob, he touched his hip socket, and Jacob's hip was put out of
joint as he wrestled with him. 26 Then he said, “Let me go, for the day has
broken.” But Jacob said, “I will not let you go unless you bless me.” 27 And
he said to him, “What is your name?” And he said, “Jacob.” 28 Then he
said, “Your name shall no longer be called Jacob, but Israel, for you have
striven with God and with men, and have prevailed.” 29 Then Jacob asked
him, “Please tell me your name.” But he said, “Why is it that you ask my
name?” And there he blessed him. 30 So Jacob called the name of the
place Peniel,[g] saying, “For I have seen God face to face, and yet my life
has been delivered.”

Gen. 3518
And as her soul was departing (for she was dying), she called his name
Ben-oni; but his father called him Benjamin.




Covenant and Election

Romans 9:10-13

When Rebekah had conceived children by one man, our forefather Isaac,
11 though they were not yet born and had done nothing either good or
bad—in order that God's purpose of election might continue, not because
of works but because of him who calls— 12 she was told, “The older will
serve the younger.” 13 As it is written, “Jacob I loved, but Esau I hated.”
